CS 160 PowerPoint Presentation Guidelines
For your PowerPoint Presentation you may choose a topic that interests you. Your topic can be informative or persuasive in nature, and should be outlined for oral presentation, as well as outlined in PowerPoint. You can choose any topic, as long as it is appropriate for class. 
PowerPoint Presentations are due October 12th.  Presentation dates below.
Presentation Requirements: 

As a general guideline, your presentation should be approximately 15 slides long and last approximately 15 minutes.
Be sure to SpellCheck your presentation before presenting it in class and submitting it electronically. I would also recommend practicing a dry run at home before presenting in class. This will help you identify any problem areas before you are up in front of the “crowd,” and make for a smoother, well-rehearsed presentation overall.
Your presentation should incorporate the following features:

· Titles and supporting text

· A footer with your name, date and slide number

· A common theme throughout your slides
· Consistency in font from slide to slide

· Transitions

· Relevant graphics, ClipArt and/ or graphs/ charts

· A Work’s Cited page (You must have a minimum of 3 references that are related to your topic.)
· “Speaker Notes” – An outline, or notes to yourself, to help you during your presentation.
Your final presentation must be presented in class the class before the final (and emailed to me as an attachment).
You will be graded on the quality of your slides, including both content and design, as well as on the quality of your oral presentation. I will also grade the presentations based on the incorporation of the required elements as outlined above.
